1.  Purpose.  To provide information and amplify references (a) through (f) requirements for QUAL/CERT of personnel who handle explosive material at Commander Navy Region North East (CNRNE), code N5 activities.

2.  Authority.  In accordance with reference (a) and as directed be Commander In Chief, Atlantic Fleet N41, CNRNE N5, issues this Regional Command instruction for units on board CNRNE activities.  TYCOM instructions shall be the governing instruction for all other subordinate units on board CNRNE
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facilities.  (E.G. COMEODGRUTWO, COMSUBLANT, and COMNAVAIRLANT

forces.)

3.  Scope.  This instruction is applicable to all personnel, active military, reserve military and civilians, who are employed, stationed, detailed, Temporary Additional Duty (TAD), and Temporary Duty (TDY) on board CNRNE activities, whose duties include the handling or physical interaction with Ammunition and Explosives (A&E), during the performance of any task involved with A&E.

4.  Background.  Improper processing, handling, loading, or testing of explosive ordnance/devices has resulted in mishaps with loss of life, injuries, and damage to property or reduced operational effectiveness to both fleet and shore activities.

This program addresses the need for each person to satisfactorily demonstrate his/her qualifications to perform safely all required functions, tasks, or evolutions involving explosive devices.

5.  Action.  CNRNE, Code N5 shall:

    a.  Implement this instruction for the physical handling of A&E on board CNRNE activities following the guidance specified in enclosures (1) through (14) and Appendix A-C.  Specific duties and responsibilities with respect to implementing this contains certification and re-certification processes, decertification, revocation, and transfer procedures.  All units engaged in A&E operations at CNRNE activities will ensure a program is in effect that conforms to criteria as set forth in references (a) through (f).

    b.  Use the A&E families and Work Tasks common to all units on board CNRNE facilities, as defined in enclosure (3) and (4).

    c.  Execute the training and qualification requirements provided in enclosure (6) that pertains to the enclosure (4) work tasks.
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6.  Training.  All personnel will be required to satisfactorily complete training for the QUAL/CERT Program per enclosure (6), Appendix A for Explosive Safety/Security personnel, Appendix B for Ordnance personnel, Appendix C for Public Works/Supply personnel.  Training shall be accomplished while personnel are in a duty status and at no cost to the individual.

7.  Records.

    a.  All units onboard CNRNE activities, that have personnel in the QUAL/CERT Program, will maintain a QUAL/CERT binder/folder (electronic or paper) of required documentation to support certification for each person within the QUAL/CERT Program.  Tabs will separate the binder/folder as follows:

        Tab A:  Personnel Certification Records (Form 8023/1)

        Tab B:  Training Record (Form 8023/2)

        Tab C:  Medical Examiner’s Certificate

        Tab D:  Qualification Requirements (Training Plan – Forms 8023/3)

        Tab E:  License(s)

        Tab F:  Miscellaneous (other documents supporting the Training Record)

        Note:   (1) Crane operations personnel, who are required to meet binder/folder requirements referenced in enclosure (f), Section 8.6, items a – i.

                (2) SELRES handling ordnance on CNRNE activities will follow this instruction.  SELRES binder/folders will be documented as shown on the Naval Reserve Qual/Cert Jacket Outline, provided by the Reserve Affairs Officer (RAO).

    a.  All training supporting certification shall be documented on the Training Record, encl. (7).
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    b.  All applicable U.S. Navy and/or State operator’s licenses are required for QUAL/CERT’s.

    c.  Certification, unless revoked for cause, shall be valid for a maximum of 12 months (to the end of the month) provided all qualifications are current.

8.  Changes.  All change recommendations, including new work tasks and A&E families, qualification requirements etc. will be submitted via the chain of command to CNRNE, Code N5 for approval.

9.  Amplifying Directives.  Amplifying directives are not authorized.

10.  Implementation.  This instruction will be fully implemented by 31 October 2003 and phased in as follows:

     a.  All new/renewed certifications after 01 November 2002 will conform to this intruction.
