Procedures:
1. Notify occupants of lights out and power being secured.

2. Secure and install Energy Control Devices on all circuits involved. 

3. Check power source with voltmeter.

4. Change ballast and re-lamp as necessary.

5. Remove energy control devices and check for proper operation.

6. Notify all affected employees power is restored and lights are operational.
