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Standard Operating Procedure

Install Sheetrock/Drywall

SOP # 500.26

Purpose:

To establish a procedure to install sheetrock/drywall in a manner which is safe and efficient

Tools/PPE:

Utility knife, drywall square, chalk box, hole saw, tape measure, hammer, drill, safety glasses, gloves, safety shoes, hearing protection, drywall cart if available.

Procedures:
1. Notify customer of upcoming work confirms date and time. Supervisor should conduct a pre brief with

        mechanic.

2. Load drywall, use caution when loading. Sheetrock is awkward and heavy. Follow proper lifting techniques and the two man rule when lifting drywall. Use drywall cart if available.

3. Measure , cut and fit drywall. Use drywall screws to secure. When installing drywall on overhead, two people should be used along with a drywall lift.

4. Pickup all debris, properly dispose and  vacuum all drywall dust.
