SOP 700.02

1. Purpose:  Reduce the risk of rollover crashes in 15-passenger vans.

THE USE OF THIS PROCEDURE IS MANDATORY

2. Background:  The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration issued a cautionary warning to users of 15 passenger vans because an increased rollover risks under certain conditions.

4.  Tools and PPE:

a. Experienced driver with a valid state license

b. Current Vehicle inspection

c. Pre Operational inspection 

d. Seat belt signs in the vehicles

e. Seat belts for driver and all passengers

f. When a 15-passenger van is not full, passengers should sit in seats that are in front of the rear axle.

g. More than 15 passengers SHOULD NEVER be allowed to ride in a 15-passenger van.

The NHTSA NOTICE will be read and signed by the driver checking out the vehicle and a copy will remain on file at the c/700 dispatch office.
