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DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1.  CNRNE, Public Safety & Weapons Safety Programs, Code N5                             shall:

    a.  Assure the management, distribution and compliance with this instruction.

2.  Commanding Officer (CO) shall:  Note: For the purpose of this instruction, Installation Commanders, Officers-In-Charge, and Activity Commanders are synonymous with commanding officer.

    a.  Implement this instruction

    b.  Certification Board.  The CO of the naval activity involved with explosives or explosive devices shall appoint a certification board in writing.  As a minimum, the certification board shall be comprised as follows:

        (1) Board Chairperson.  Note: For the purposes of this instruction, Chairperson/Co-Chairperson(s) is synonymous with Chairperson.  The CO may in writing, elect to be the Board Chairperson if they so desire or designate an individual as Board Chairperson.  The Board Chairperson may delegate the responsibility for certification to an appropriate officer or supervisor, with the concurrence of the CO. 

        (2) Board Members.  When deemed necessary, the CO of any activity shall augment the certification board with additional personnel from within (or outside) the command.  There shall be no less than one supervisor E-6 or above (or a civilian equivalent) who is certified to perform the function, task, or evolution under consideration

    c.  Retain approval authority for Initial Certification, without Board Observers endorsement, in those cases where no one is certified at the TL, I, IN, or SO level for a specific task or AA&E family/ordnance device.

    d.  Ensure that all contracts requiring civilian personnel to handle A&E for the activity, when issued or renewed, contain:

        (1) Clause 223-7002 of reference (e).

        (2) Clause 223-7003 of reference (e), if applicable.
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        (3) A clause requiring the contractor's QUAL/CERT Program to meet the requirements of this instruction. 

        (4) A clause stating that all contractor personnel performing A&E tasks under the scope of the contract be covered in the contractors or activity's QUAL/CERT program.   

        (5) A clause requires the CO to authorize, in writing, all deviations by the contractor to this instruction.

    e.  Ensure contractors with personnel handling A&E, provide CNRNE (Code N5) with a copy of their QUAL/CERT program.

    f.  Appoint, in writing, Safety Loading Officer(s) as applicable.

    g.  Ensure that the QUAL/CERT records are maintained and kept current.  As a minimum, maintain current and previous two-year’s records.
 

    h.  Ensure that Training Plan enclosure (7) is accomplished for applicable work tasks.  Explosive Safety/ Security use Appendix A, Atlantic Ordnance Command, Detachment Earle (AOC) use Appendix B, and Public Works Center, Norfolk, Philadelphia Detachment, Earle Area Site (PWC), use Appendix C. 

    i.  Have authority to revoke/recertification "for cause" explosives certifications.

    j.  Approve the requirements that must be successfully completed for the re-certification of personnel who have had their certifications revoked for cause (enclosure (10)).

    k.  Initial the Reinstatement of Explosive Certification on all re-certification actions that are based on revocation for cause (enclosure (12)).

    l.  Decertify employees whenever there is a direct question about the employee’s continued capacity to meet the physical or medical requirements of the position until a fitness for duty exam has been performed.  Note: 5CFR339.301 reference.
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    m.  Accept the qualifications of personnel from other CNRNE facilities that have been certified to the requirements of this instruction.

    n.  When sending personnel on TDY to another CNRNE facility, provide copies of their Personnel Certification Record to the receiving CNRNE facility.

    o.  Initiate new Qualification Requirements for Certification (appendix A, B, or C) based on new work tasks, and submit to CNRNE, Code N5 for approval.

    p.  Submit to CNRNE Code N5, all requests for modification to this instruction.

    q.  Participate in the CNRNE Safety Storefront’s QUAL/CERT Policy Committee.

    r.  Provide oversight to Reserves Affairs Officer (RAO):

        (1) Monitor the AOC Reserve training and QUAL/CERT Program in accordance with this instruction. 

        (2) Authorize the RAO to sign the Personnel Certification Record, Appendix B for reservists in the SUPERVISORS’S signature block.

3.
QUAL/CERT Board Chairperson shall:

    a.  Have certification authority other than revoke/recertification "for cause" explosive certifications.

    b.  Approve/disapprove certifications of personnel based on review of training records, licenses, medical certification, Board Observer’s recommendation for certification, Immediate Supervisor’s recommendations, and all other documented qualification requirements.

    c.  Ensure certification is based on the Training Record, as identified in paragraph 2(h).

    d.  Notify first-line supervisors, via memorandum, with regard to qualification requirements for re-certification of 
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personnel who have had their certifications revoked "for cause".  Enclosure (11) provides the format for the memorandum.

    e.  Ensure original copies of all Personnel Certification Records are maintained for the current and previous two years.Appoint in writing, Board Observers. Maintain copies of current appointment letters and past appointment letters and QUAL/CERT records for all current and past Board Observers whose signatures are on the Personnel Certification Records of employee’s who are currently in the QUAL/CERT program.

    f.  Recommend changes/improvements to this instruction to CNRNE Code N5.

    g.  Convene semi-annual, a Q/C Board meeting (as a minimum).
4.  QUAL/CERT Board shall:

    a.  Have its members appointed in writing by the CO and as a minimum consist of the following:

   (1)  Board Chairperson, Co-Chairperson(s), and Board Member(s), who may/ may not be qualified in any work tasks.

        (2) Board Observer(s), shall be individually certified for evolutions, which are under consideration for certification, as required by reference (a), paragraph 6.e. (3).  The immediate supervisor of the person seeking certification is preferably the board observer of the person seeking certification.   

    b.  Establish qualification requirements for re-certification of personnel who have had their certifications revoked for cause (enclosure (11)).

    c.  Review mishap investigation to determine whether to reinstate or revoke for cause certification.  This investigation is separate from the Explosive Safety Investigations conducted in accordance with OPNAVINST 5102.1(Series), Chapter 5.

    d.  Make determinations on all decertification actions, other than "for cause".
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5.  QUAL/CERT Board Observer shall:

    a.  Verify, through a proficiency demonstration, witnessed and documented by a Qual/Cert Board Observer, per ref. (a), that the person has safely performed the task under consideration (for the A&E family/ordnance device under consideration) for certification at each level (i.e., TL, I, IN and SO).

    b.  Sign and date enclosure (7) signifying that he/she observed the person successfully perform the work under consideration for certification. 

    c.  Be certified as a TL, I, IN, or SO or each task/family being observed in order to certify personnel at the TL level.

    d.  Be certified at the same level for each task/family being observed in order to certify personnel at the TL, I, IN, and SO levels.

    e.  Make recommendations to the Board Chairperson with regard to certification.

    f.  Must be E-6 or above for military.

6.  Explosive Safety Officer Shall:  Perform oversight/review of the activities Qual/Cert program.  Assure that a semi-annual Q/C Board Meeting convene.

7.  Division Heads/Officers Shall:

    a.  Apprise the CO of the work tasks/A&E families or ordnance devices for which personnel require certification.

    b.  Ensure that job descriptions for personnel requiring certification per this instruction include the requirements that the person successfully:



  (1) Ensure individuals complete the necessary work tasks defined in the Qualification Requirements for Certification in appendix A, B, and C and maintain the certification required to perform the duties of the position.
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  (2) Meet the requirements of the medical examination in accordance with the requirements of Ref (e), Ch. 15-17B, to perform the duties of the position.

    c.  Ensure that personnel are scheduled for required physicals.  Ensure enclosure (8) is used to document completion of this physical.

      Note: WPNSTA 12810/3 form (and other local forms) - Medical Evaluation of Work Status/Dispensary Permit, is an initial evaluation of the individuals medical condition.  This form does not grant Q/C Program Medical clearance.

    d.  Ensure that applicable Q/C records are properly maintained and current. 

    e.  Ensure that a training plan (Qualification Requirements for Certification), (Appendix A, B, or C), is developed and maintained for all Q/C positions/tasks covered under this Q/C program. 

8.  Immediate Supervisors and Reserve Affairs Officer (RAO) shall:

    a.  Only assign personnel to A&E tasks that they are qualified and certified to perform.

    b.  Review QUAL/CERT records with each employee at least annually to ensure the accuracy of the information.

    c.  Sign the Personnel Certification Record, enclosure (6), after reviewing qualification requirements prior to the Board Chairperson signature.

    d.  Schedule and ensure that formal training, OJT, and board observation for certification is conducted and successfully accomplished per the requirements as identified in paragraph 2(h).  Ensure personnel meet qualification requirements for re-certification.

    e.  Initiate the formal certification process for personnel as needed.
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    f.  Immediately remove personnel from the job site if they are working in an unsafe manner or creating hazards for themselves or coworkers.  Notify the Board Chairperson of disciplinary actions, poor performance, or attitude problems that could adversely affect an individual’s ability to work safely.

    g.  Immediately remove personnel from the job site and make a recommendation regarding de-certification to Board Chairman for all personnel involved in a mishap or whenever there is a direct question about the employee’s continued capacity, obvious deterioration of physical ability, to meet the physical or medical requirements of the position.

    h.  As required, notify personnel with regard to certification decertification or revocations for cause, and assure copies of memoranda regarding decertification, cancellation of decertification, or re-certification of revoked for cause certifications are filed in the QUAL/CERT records.

    i.  Ensure and document those personnel on TAD or TDY from any NRNE facility are certified in accordance with this instruction, and receive/perform the following prior to beginning work:



  (1) Receive a Hazard Control Brief (HCB) covering the task.



  (2) Receive a thorough walk-through of the operating area.



  (3) Review the SOP that covers each task they are required to perform and then sign the appropriate Workers and/or Supervisors Statements.

    j.  Ensure medical examinations, certificates, and licenses are current prior to beginning work. 

    k.  Ensure that TM, U/I level workers, starting a work task or A&E Family that they had not worked before, have read and/or been briefed on the SOP and have signed the SOP "Worker's Statement."
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    l.  Ensure TM, U/I level workers are adequately supervised on site by TL, I, or IN certified personnel at all times.

9.  Reserve Unit CO shall: Ensure, while the individuals are handling A&E at a CNRNE facility, the training and QUAL/CERT- related functions identified in Appendix B, that personnel sign their Personnel Certification Record, enclosure (6), in the presence of the Unit Commanding Officer.
10.  Personnel Shall:
    a.  Perform only the work tasks on A&E families or ordnance devices which they are qualified and certified.

    b.  Inform their immediate supervisor and appropriate medical personnel of any health changes that may preclude them from performing work tasks involving A&E.

    c.  Sign in the presence of their immediate supervisor the Personnel Certification Record, enclosure (6), indicating that training and board observation have taken place, that the Training Record, enclosure (7), accurately reflects accomplished training, and that the tasks, AA&E families, and associated hazards are understood

    d.  Ensure that their medical examinations, certifications and licenses have not expired prior to beginning work tasks.  

    e.  Remain aware of critical anniversary/expiration dates of all licenses, medical evaluations and certifications and notify immediate supervisor a minimum of 30 days prior to the expiration date of any critical item, which if expiration were to occur, would automatically void the otherwise current explosive certification.   

11.
Qualified Medical Personnel Shall:

    a.  Perform medical examinations, to the requirements specified in ref. (f), 15-71b, for all federal civilian personnel who require certification to this instruction.  Military personnel are examined to the requirements of ref (f), section III and IV.
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    b.  Complete enclosure (8), and forward to the employee's department.
    c.  Immediately notify the person and the immediate supervisor if the person fails to pass the physical examination.

    d.  Perform fitness for duty exams.

    e.  For Reserve personnel:



  (1) Evaluate medical records or perform medical examinations, and complete the medical certification per appendix C.  Forward the original medical certification, enclosure (8), to the RAO.



  (2) In the event that a reservist fails to pass the physical examination, notify the required the unit CO/OIC and RAO.

DEFINITIONS

Ammunition and Explosives (A&E) - Any conventional ordnance, explosive or explosive material/item/device/explosive hazardous wastes, classified or being developed to be classified as an United Nations Organization (UNO) Hazards Class 1, Division 1-6 item.

A&E Family – Explosive devices are segregated into representative “families” to preclude the necessity for individuals to qualify on every type of bomb, missile, projectile, mine, flare, gun and launching device from which weapons may be launched, and the multitude of weapon fuzing and loading configurations that are possible.  Enclosure (3) defines the A&E families applicable to NRNE facilities.

A&E Handler - Personnel who physically handle A&E.

Certification - The formal, objective reviews which documents and validates the A&E qualification requirements for personnel.  After successfully completing the certification review, personnel are certified in writing to perform a specific A&E work task.

Commercial Driver's License (CDL) - Civilian explosive drivers must possess a valid state drivers license and a CDL class A license, with a HazMat endorsement, when driving off base on public roads or crossing public roads. 

Containerized/Palletized Ordnance - A&E items that are handled and transported as containerized or palletized units.  Container includes: missile containers, VLS/CLS canisters, ammunition cans, wooden or metal boxes, power tanks, etc., as defined in Appendix A of reference (b).  These units are not handled as individual Ammunition or Explosive devices until placed in ready service onboard ship or broken down/out ready for issue (i.e., LFORM).  All containerized/palletized munitions must still be handled as live ordnance.

Decertification - Non-punitive actions where the employee's certification is evaluated.

    a.  Expiration - Formal, documented, non-punitive action that occurs due to:

       (1) A lapse in certification (i.e., annual certification lapses), or



  (2) An expired/lapsed qualification (e.g., expired medical, expired license, expired proficiency demonstration, etc.).

    b.  Mishap - Is a formal, documented, non-punitive action that occurs immediately after involvement in an explosive mishap.  This is an interim action during the investigation, at which time the individuals ability to perform operations, based on physical, mental, behavior, and skill criteria is determined.  The object is to remove individuals from explosives operations until their suitability to perform explosives operations is determined, so that they do not continue operating with the potential to harm themselves or others while the investigation is underway.  An initial investigation will be conducted immediately following the incident to determine if some or all of the certifications of those employees involved in the incident can be reinstated without delay.  Thus a suspension of one or more certifications does not preclude the conduct of non-affected certifications.  If this initial investigation does not clearly determine the probable cause of the incident, the certifications will remain in a decertified state until the QUAL/CERT Board determines whether to reinstate or revoke for cause the certification based on the mishap investigation.

    c.  Medical - The employee will be decertified pending results of a medical examination, whenever there is direct question about the employees continued capacity to meet the physical or medical requirements of the position per 5 CFR 339.301 (b) (3).  Personnel may not be disqualified solely on the basis of medical history.  History of a particular medical problem may result in medical disqualification only if the condition at issue is itself disqualifying, recurrence cannot medically be ruled out, and the duties of the position are such that a recurrence would pose a reasonable probability of substantial harm.  For example but not limited to: injury on the job, extended sick leave, or behavior indicating unreliability.
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Explosive Safety Personnel - Individuals from the Base (Explosive) Safety Office who conduct oversight of handling operations, with the authority to stop any operation when an unsafe condition exists.  Safety oversight while A&E is being handled, processed, transported, and in storage.  Individual has met all the requirements set forth in enclosure (7).    

Immediate Supervisor - The individual responsible to ensure that assigned personnel are qualified and certified to accomplish A&E handling tasks.  The person who assigns work and assures safe accomplishment.

Individual (I) Certification Level - A specific skills certification, attesting that the individual has sufficient knowledge and has demonstrated the proficiency to be entrusted with performing the work task alone/or to direct the performance of others in safe and reliable operations.  Is capable of interpreting the requirements of applicable checklists and assembly/operating manuals.  An I level certification is for processes where only one person can or is required to perform the task, e.g. MHE operator, Motor vehicle inspector, etc.  Meets all the requirements set forth in the Qualification Requirements for Certification in appendix's A, B, and C.  May provide OJT, observer proficiency demonstrations, and supervision to TM level workers.

Initial Certification - It may be necessary to “Initially” certify personnel to perform a specific work task for a specific A&E family in instances where no one has been certified before or for a new weapon system, or any similar situation where no one is certified to serve as a Board Observer.  In this case, the CO may certify an individual based on all available information relating to the individual’s qualifications for the work task to be performed. 

Instructor (IN) Certification Level - Individual has expert knowledge of A&E operations and has demonstrated the proficiency to direct the performance of others in a safe and reliable manner. . Instructor utilizes an approved course of instruction.  In addition, has developed the necessary skills to instruct others and is provided formal training as identified in OP-5, 
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Vol. 1, paragraph D-3 (j). CNET course A-012-0023 (Shipboard Instructor) is strongly recommended and meets this requirement. Acceptance of equivalent training or prior experience as meeting this requirement is at the discretion of the CO. Instructors of formal courses or informal On-The-Job (OJT) Training are to be qualified and certified accordingly, per ref (a).

Ordnance Device - Is a piece of ordnance, or explosive component of a piece of ordnance within an A&E Family.

OJT (on-the-job-training) – Development of skills based on actual performance under the guidance of a certified person.

Proficiency Demonstration – Evaluation of skills or knowledge for a specific work task observed by a Board Observer  (not applicable to TM level certification).  May be for satisfactory demonstration of a specific work task for certification, or may be observation of satisfactory performance over a period of time for recertification.

Q/C Certification - Certification is the formal, objective review that documents and validates the explosive-related qualification requirements.  After successfully completing the certification review, personnel are certified to perform a specific explosive-related task for a specific A&E Family.

Qualification - Qualification requirements are a series of prescribed work experiences and educational training requirements (both, formal and informal, specific and general) that personnel required to work with explosives, and explosives components must have before they can be certified to perform a specific explosive-related task or operation.  (Listed in enclosure (5) for each work task.)

Re-certification (other than "For Cause") - Formal reviews that document and validate that all qualifications for certification have been accomplished and are current.  This term applies to:

    a.  The annual renewal of certifications.



    b.  The reinstatement of certifications that have been decertified.
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    c.  The restoration of certifications that have been revoked.

Revocation (for Cause)/Recertification – Is a formal documented action to cancel certification.  Certifications will be revoked upon approval of the CO. Certifications will be revoked for cause for:

    a.  Explosive mishaps/accidents that occur because of a failure to adhere to authorized Standard Operating Procedures (SOP), as identified during/after a mishap investigation finding.

    b.  Flagrant disregard of safety precautions or safety related programs. 

    c.  Reckless operation of explosive handling equipment or transportation equipment.

    d.  Violation of regulations, directives, public laws which, while not (necessarily) inherently explosive in nature, could impact the individual's ability to perform explosive operations in a safe manner. 

    E.  Personal behavior that indicates incompetence or unreliability.  The immediate supervisor shall ensure the individual is properly retrained and qualified before being considered for re-certification.  When, in the opinion of the supervisor, an individual is qualified he/she will be reconsidered by the Certification Board for re-certification.  The CO will have final authority to re-certify for cause. If, however, the individual fails to satisfactorily complete a retraining program, the individual's certification shall be permanently revoked and proper personnel action initiated. 

Safety Loading Officer  – In accordance with the definition in NAVSEA OP 5, Vol. 1, Current Revision: At each pier or wharf, at least one qualified officer or civilian supervisor shall be designated as Safety Loading Officer in writing by the CO. Duties shall include observing the handling of hazardous material to prevent any rough handling or other unsafe practice.  He/she shall have the authority to stop any or all phases of 
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operations involving the handling of ammunition or explosives at the pier or wharf when unsafe conditions exist.  He/she shall limit the number of personnel on the pier or wharf during ammunition and explosives operations to the minimum necessary to efficiently perform the work at hand.  He/she shall strictly prohibit unauthorized personnel from piers and wharves. 

Safety Observer (SO) Certification Level  - Individual has met the requirements of TL or I and has sufficient knowledge of safety procedures and functioning of safety devices to determine subsequent reaction if procedure or safety devices are not properly used.  The SO cannot perform or supervise any task or operation while performing in the SO capacity.  The SO has the authority to immediately suspend any task or operation that is considered unsafe.  Used at the Military Detachments only. Refer to Explosive Safety Personnel definition for civilians.

Team Leader (TL) Certification Level - Individual has met the requirements of Team Member (TM) and meets all the requirements set forth in appendix A, B and C.  Has sufficient knowledge and demonstrated the proficiency to be entrusted with performing the work task alone/or to direct the performance of TMs in a safe and reliable operation.

Team Member (TM) Certification Level - Individual has successfully completed the “Basics of Naval Explosives Hazards Control" course, and passed the requisite physical examination.  The TM can work in any work task or A&E family providing the individual has read or been briefed on the SOP, including the relative Hazard Control Brief, for the relative task and this has been documented in the SOP Worker's Statement. A TM cannot work independently, and must be supervised by a TL or I.  No Board Observer is required to certify a TM since there are no skills to observe.  Only the supervisor and Board Chairman are required to certify a TM.

Training Plan – The standardized training and qualifications listed by A&E family and work tasks in enclosures (3) and (4).

Under Instruction (UI) Certification Level - Interim/temporary certification granted to an individual who has never worked in a 
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specific A&E work task in order to facilitate future Q/C certification for that task.

Working Party - Personnel obtained from ships, reserve units, or other shore activities not in the local Q/C program, that assist in handling or transporting A&E.  Working parties man tag lines or assist in hooking or unhooking slings, adapters, beams, strong backs, dollies and install/remove PHST and perform blocking and bracing, stenciling and labeling operations

Work Task – A discrete operation performed on an A&E family item to which personnel are certified to perform at specific certification levels. Work Tasks are listed in enclosure (4).  
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AMMUNITION & Explosives (A&E) FAMILIES
A.
 Bombs and Components (Bombs): All explosive bomb bodies, boosters, fins, fuzes, and arming wires.  Practice Bombs: LGTR, MK-76, BDU-48, and BDU-45/MK 80 series an inert bomb with MK-89 or tail fuzes and signals (i.e., MK-4, CXU-3 and CXU-4).

B.
 Military Pyrotechnics (Pyro): All signaling and marking devices not included in expendable counter-measures.

C.
 Precision Guided Munitions (PGM): All air launched, non-self propelled guided weapons (e.g., JSOW, JDAM, WALLEYE, GBU, etc.) 

D.
 Sound Underwater Signals (SUS) and Sonobuoys and Components: All explosive Sonobouys and SUS

E.
 Demolition Explosives & Materials (Demo): All explosive devices covered in NAVSEA SW060-AA-MMA-010.

F.
 Cluster Bombs: Rockeye, Gator

G.
 Underwater Mines & Components (Mines): Service and Drill mines: MK-50 series, MK-60 CAPTOR, MK-65 Quickstricke and Quickstrike family.  Not including MK-67 SLMM.

H.
 Cartridge Actuated Devices (CADS, PADS, and AEPS): All aircrew escape devices, associated cartridges, Cartridge Actuated Devices (CADS), Propulsion Actuated Devices (PADS) and shielded detonating cord.  Complete assemblies consisting of an initiator and a pressure producing propellant in a suitable case.  An impulse cartridge has no projectile.  May be electrically or mechanically fired.

I.
 Rockets & Components (Rockets): JATO, RATO, 5.0 and 2.75 inch motors, warheads and fuzes: LAU-10, 61 and 68 Launchers when loaded.  STINGERS.

J.
 Tomahawk Missile and Components: TOMAHAWK air, surface and sub surface launched, VLS, CLS.

K. 
 Paraflares:  MK-45 and LUU-2 flares and SUU-25 dispenser when loaded.

L.
 Small Arms and Landing Force Ammunition: All ammunition up to but not including 20mm, grenades: HE, chemical and Smoke.

M.
 Gun Ammunition (20 mm-4 inch): including saluting charges and Smokey Sam's.

N.  Gun Ammunition (over 4 inch)

O.  Torpedoes & Components (Torpedoes): All MK-46, MK-50, MK-48, MK-37 and MK-67 SLMM warshot and exercise torpedoes and components.

P.  Surface Missiles and Components (Surf Missiles): Standard Missiles  

Q.  Air Missiles and Components (Air Missiles): All air launched missiles, including all air, surface and subsurface configurations of HARPOON.

R.  Containerized/Palletized Ordnance (Cont./Pallet Ord): Applies to the stowage/storage/ transportation and handling of containerized, boxed, pallet or canned A&E and LFORM. “Containerized/Palletized Ordnance” shall only be used as the A&E family for the Materials Handling RS&I, Signalman, VLS/CLS Handling, MHE, Pneumatic Nailer, Motor Vehicle & Railcar Inspection, HM drivers and M-MAG OHE operator work tasks that involve working with containerized/palletized ordnance provided that training and SOP Hazard Control Briefings adequately address proper handling procedures, safety precautions, and the hazards associated with all classes/divisions of explosives that may be encountered.  If any of these tasks are to be performed on ordnance that is not containerized/palletized, in other words removed from the container for handling, such as performing ENCAN/DECAN operations or Pier operations for Standard Missile “Rail Shooters”, then specific A&E families shall be used (i.e., Torpedoes, Surface Missiles, Air Missiles etc.).

S.  Decoys and Countermeasures (Decoys): AIRBOC, decoy flares, ALE dispenser bucket build-up/breakdown, and installation/removal.  TALD, ITALD.  Targets.

Note:  The specific A&E items listed as examples in each family are not inclusive.  Other items not listed, with similar characteristics, not fitting into another family should be considered in the family most closely matching the item characteristics.

Note: PWC Personnel: For the purpose of this instruction, "Containerized/Palletized Ordnance" and "Standard Container" shall only be used as the A&E Family for Crane Operator, and Signalman work tasks that involve working with

containerized/palletized ordnance and Standard Containers, provided training and SOP Hazard Control Briefings adequately address proper handling procedures, safety precautions, and the hazards associated with all classes of explosives that may be encounted.  Containerized/Palletized Ordnance and Standard Containers appropriate training shall be documented using enclosures (6) and (7).  

The Alpha designator for each A&E Family corresponds to the Standard Navy Ammunition Logistic Code (NALC) in NAVSEA TW010-AA-ORD-030.
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WORK TASKS

1.  Material Handler Receipt, Storage, & Issue (RS&I) - The work task of conventional RS&I ordnance.  Included are the processes of: sentencing, magazine storage operations, truck loading, rail car loading, pier operations, receiving material, blocking and bracing, handling, ENCAN/DECAN operations etc.  (When performing ENCAN/DECAN operations, the specific weapon family must be used).

2.  Pneumatic Nailing - Use of pneumatic nailers while blocking and bracing.

3.  Signalman - Personnel who signal weight handling equipment (WHE, i.e., crane) operators during the transfer, lifting or handling of A & E between piers/berths and vessels.

4.  Vertical Launched System (VLS) Handling - Transfer of VLS from pier to ship or vice-versa.

5.  Capsule Launched System (CLS) Handling - Transfer of CLS from pier to ship or vice-versa.

6.  Motor Vehicle and Railcar Inspector - Performing truck and railcar inspections on incoming and outgoing conveyances in accordance with NAVSEA SW023-AG-WHM-010, NAVSEA SW020-AC-SAF-010, NAVSEA SW020-AF-ABK-010, NAVSEA SW020-AG-SAF-010, BOE-6000, and MIL-STD's.  

7.  International Standards Organization (ISO) Container, Inspection and Caster Operation (Mil-Van) – An inspection of ISO containers in accordance with MIL HBK 138A, or installation or maintenance of casters.

8.  Segregation - The process, in accordance with NAVSUP P-806, of identifying and separating ammunition into acceptable groupings by type/configuration and condition code.  The three segregation functions are condition determination, screening, and sorting.
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9.  Assembly/Disassembly – Physical act of mating/demating components to/from All-Up-Round (AUR) configuration.  This includes, but not limited to, installation of fins, cabling, fuzes, etc. 

10.  Minor Maintenance - That maintenance which includes unpacking, packaging, inspecting, cleaning minor rust, corrosion and dirt, paint touch-up and replacing stencils, and includes some minor assembly and disassembly without breaking electrical connections and performing some simple continuity tests.

11.
Intermediate Level Maintenance (ILM) - That maintenance which includes receipt, assembly, disassembly, inspection, testing, unpacking and packaging to the extent as specified in applicable technical directives.

12.
Test - Those actions using computerized test systems and test sets to test both all up round (AUR) missiles and sections, and performing calibrations and repairs on same test equipment.

13.
Radiographic - The X-raying of ordnance to determine its condition with respect to safety and quality.

14.
Materials Handling Equipment (MHE) Operator - Operating powered MHE to handle A&E in accordance with NAVSEA SW023-AH-WHM-010.
15. Hazardous Material Driver (HM)/CDL - Personnel licensed to operate motor vehicles carrying A&E on or off station in accordance with or NAVSEA SW023-AG-WHM-010, or NAVSEA SW020-AF-ABK-010. 
    a.  Transporting with motorized explosive vehicle on a flight line to, from ready service area, or in and around an aircraft loading area, does not require an explosive driver.  

    b.  Transporting with motorized explosive vehicle within shore stations on established explosive routes, or over public highways requires a qualified explosive driver.
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16.  Magazine Inspection (Explosive Safety Personnel): - Physical inspection of magazines for cleanliness, explosive compatibility, safety hazards, proper stowage, etc in accordance with the ESSA magazine check list. 

17.  Crane Operator (WHE): Personnel who operate a variety of Weight Handling Equipment (WHE) and/or perform rigging functions during the transfer or handling of A&E.  Crane Operators are licensed in accordance with NAVFAC P-307 requirements.

18.  Railroad Locomotive Engineer - Personnel who operate railroad locomotives during the transport of A&E via rail.  Locomotive Engineers are licensed in accordance with NAVFAC P-301.

19.  Railroad Conductor - Personnel who have charge of the trains (including crewmembers) to which they are assigned and are responsible for the make-up and movement of trains for the transportation or handling of A&E via rail. Conductors are licensed in accordance with the NAVFAC P-301.

20.  Railroad Braker/Switcher - Personnel who are responsible for the display of train signals, the proper protection of trains, the handling of switches, the coupling, uncoupling or spotting of cars and engines, and manipulating brakes for the trains to which they are assigned during the transport or handling of A&E via rail.  Braker/Switchers are licensed in accordance with the NAVFAC P-301.

21.  Carpenter - (Hammer Only) - Naval Sub Base New London only. Carpenters from the Supply Department, Blocking/Bracing transportation vehicles and trailers that are empty or contain inert items according to MIL-STD's in the administrative area. A&E systems are not permitted to be blocked and braced in the administrative area. When the A&E system has been placed on the transportation vehicle, in the NSSF area, these same carpenter's complete Blocking/Bracing with the A&E systems present, ONLY hammers are utilized to complete the load.
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22.  Waterfront Operations (Explosive Safety) Personnel from the Base Explosive Safety Office, tasked with oversight of A&E handling of pier side operations during the on/off load to vessels, including USS ships, USNS ships, US Coast Guard vessels, barges and foreign flag vessels. Oversight includes crane operations, forklift operations, railroad operations and motor vehicle transportation operations involving A&E. 
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CERTIFICATION

Note:  When entering the mm/yy, or dd/mm/yy, use a three letter alphabetical designator for the month, e.g.. Mar/2002, Nov/2002, 15/Jan/2002, 03/Aug/2002 etc.

1.  Levels.  Employees shall be qualified and certified at the (I) Individual), IN (Instructor), SO (Safety Observer), TL (Team Leader), TM (Team Member) or U/I (Under Instruction) level.
2.  Certification Procedures 
    a.  Personnel Certification Record (PCR), enclosure (6), shall be “computer-generated”.  Once a person meets all of the qualification requirements for a task, the person and the immediate supervisor will sign enclosure (6).  For all certifications, Board Observer will sign enclosure (7). Enclosures (6), (7), (8), and relevant qualification documentation (e.g., licenses, formal training) will be forwarded to the QUAL/CERT Board Chairperson for review.  The QUAL/CERT Board Chairperson will both validate the qualifications and grant certification by signing and dating enclosure (7).  

    b.  In the event that there is only one or no one employee qualified at the I, IN, SO, or TL, for a specific work task/A&E Family (i.e., there is no certified Board Observer), the CO may grant “Initial” certification without board observation per reference (a).  The Board Chairperson shall review records of the employee’s past training and experience and validate the qualifications and grant certification by signing and dating the PCR in the Board Chairperson’s signature block.

    c.  Official documentation supporting individual certification records shall be maintained in a reviewable medium by the activity.

    d.  Retain for the duration of an employee’s certification for one-time qualifications and for a period of at least the current year and the immediate past two years for others (NRNE Form 8023/1, 8023/2 and Medical Examiner’s Certificate).
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3.  Duration of Certification. 

    a.  Certification shall be valid for a maximum of 12 months (to the end of the month) provided all qualifications are current and it has not been revoked for cause.  Renewal of expired or update of the certification shall be granted only after the employee’s qualifications have been validated and certified by the QUAL/CERT Board Chairperson. 

    b.  Any date after the Board Chairperson's signature, a Q/C medical, motor vehicle vehicle license (including MHE and WHE operations) or annual recertification of work tasks is validated, the Certification Due Date on enclosure (6), will remain as initially assigned. . When a Q/C medical exam is validated, enclosure (6) will reflect the new (mm/yy), in the Medical Due Month block, initialed and dated by the Board Chairperson. 

4.  Certification Physical:  

    a.  Civilians, under age 60, every two years. Age 60 and over, annual physical required. The department shall notify the Branch Medical Clinic to schedule the applicant's physical at least 60 calendar days prior to the expiration of the applicant's current medical certification.  Note: Explosive Safety Personnel do not require medical examinations. 

    b.  Military, under age 50, every five years.  Age 50, but less than 60, every two years. Age 60 and older, annual physical required.  The department shall notify the Branch Medical Clinic to schedule the applicant's physical at least 60 calendar days prior to the expiration of the applicant's current certification.

5.  Updates and corrections to the Personnel Certification Record
    a.  Update: An update to enclosure (6) will occur upon qualification for additional tasks or A&E families or for other/higher levels. Updates shall expire on the anniversary of the original certification.  For the “Update”, another enclosure (6) shall be “computer-generated” and will contain only 
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information regarding changes to the original certification. “Update” and enclosure (6) shall be processed as detailed in paragraph 2 above. The due date for renewal shall be the date that was designated on the original certification.

    b.  Corrections:  Corrections to enclosure (6) shall be made with a single line through the entry.  Only the Board Chairperson shall initial and date the correction.  Correction fluid (i.e., whiteout) shall not be used to alter records.

6.  Renewal of Original Certification (Annual Certification)
    a.  Certification renewal will occur after the employee, the immediate supervisor and the Board Chairperson sign and date enclosure (6) attesting to the employee’s completion of the Qualification Requirements for Certification in Appendix A, B, or C. The QUAL/CERT Board verifies an employee meets all qualification requirements (e.g., copies of enclosure (6), (7), and (8).

    b.  Another enclosure (6) shall be “computer-generated” at the time of certification renewal; the data from the last year’s original enclosure (6) and subsequent Updates shall be consolidated on one enclosure (6).  “Original” and enclosure (6) shall be processed as detailed in paragraph 2 above.  The Board Chairperson shall designate the due date, not to exceed 365 days, for re-certification.

Employees who have not been re-certified within 12 months (to the end of the month) will be decertified.  Re-certification will be in accordance with paragraph 6.

Decertification will occur immediately on all certifications granted to each employee involved in an explosive mishap. Initially all certifications will be decertified; however the Board Chairperson may determine to restore some certifications during the mishap investigation.

Enclosure (11) will be issued to document a Mishap Decertification.  It will be filed in the employee's QUAL/CERT Binder/Folder.

A mishap investigation will be conducted and submitted to the QUAL/CERT Board for review.  The QUAL/CERT Board will recommend to the Board Chairperson to reinstate or revoke the certification. 



  (4)  
Enclosure (14) will be used to document the QUAL/CERT Board’s recommendation for reinstatement and will be filed in the employee's QUAL/CERT Binder/Folder.



  (5)  
Decertification will be reflected in military personnel service record in accordance with reference (a). See MILPERS MAN 1070-320 concerning derogatory entries. .

    c.  Medical:



  (1) The employee will be decertified pending results of a medical examination, whenever there is direct question about the employees continued capacity to meet the physical or medical requirements of the position per 5 CFR 339.301 (b) (3).  Personnel may not be disqualified solely on the basis of medical history.  History of a particular medical problem may result in medical disqualification only if the condition at issue is itself disqualifying, recurrence cannot medically be ruled out, and the duties of the position are such that a recurrence would pose a reasonable probability of substantial harm.



  (2) Enclosure (9) and (10) will be used as applicable to notify the employee.



  (3) Copies of enclosures (12) and (14) will be placed in the employee’s Qual/Cert folder/binder.



  (4) Enclosure (8) must be received from the Medical Examiner to document the employee’s physical status.
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  (5) The Certification of employees who do not meet the physical requirements must be revoked.

    d.  Revocation for cause:



  (1) 
The QUAL/CERT Board will recommend to the Board Chairperson, via the CO, the circumstances of the mishap warranting the certification to proceed from decertification to revocation.




(a) Only the CO has authority to revoke explosive certification for cause.  The CO shall review and initial the Revocation sheet, prior to issuance to the employee.

 A copy of enclosure (12) will be placed civilian employee’s QUAL/CERT binder/folder rescinding the previously issued certification.

When an employee's certification is revoked for cause, the PCR shall be annotated as follows:




(a) When all certifications are "revoked for cause", a red diagonal line will be placed from the lower left corner to the upper right corner of the PCR.  Both the employee and the Board Chairperson shall sign and date the PCR just above the diagonal line.  The statement “REVOKED FOR CAUSE” will be placed on the top and bottom of the PCR in red ink.




(b) For revocation for cause of a specific certification(s), a red horizontal line(s) shall be placed through the pertinent work task(s), and certification level block(s) on the PCR.  Both the employee and the Board Chairperson shall sign and date the PCR just above the line(s). The training record, enclosure (7), shall have a red horizontal line placed through the pertinent work task(s) codes, starting on the left side from A&E family, through the supervisor/board observer block.  The Board Chairperson shall date and initial the form above the line.

Reinstatement for re-certification of a revoked for cause certification shall be documented as follows:

8.  Transfer of Certifications
    a.  The transfer of certification for military or civilians from one command to another is prohibited per reference (a).

    b.  Civilian or military employees transferring from a facility not in the jurisdiction of the NRNE, shall be certified in accordance with this instruction. The acceptance of prior qualifications related to an explosive device will be at the discretion of the CO of the receiving activity.

    c.  Employees transferring from another NRNE facility will be accepted provided that:

1.  Each Work Task identified in enclosure (4) must have a corresponding Qualification Requirement for Certification sheet/menu found in appendix C-02 thru C-08. The matrix will include all the training and/or licensing requirements, which must be met prior to certification. Any other training, ect., not required for certification, will not be included. As a minimum, non-PWC or Supply employees (including new hires, transfers from other activities, personnel working TDY and any other individual working under the cognizance of PWC or Supply) will be required to meet the standardized requirements identified in the matrix.  Transfer of certification from another Naval activity or presentation of the proper credentials for qualification will make non-PWC and Supply personnel eligible for certification at that level; however, actual certification will be dependent upon the Certification Board’s recommendation.

2.  It is not possible to definitively specify OJT for some Work Tasks.  In these cases, OJT means work experience.  OJT will not have a specific training plan identified; it will instead specify a time, e.g. 1 year. The one-year period may in actuality be more or less than one year, based on the individual’s demonstrated proficiency as determined by the supervisor/ board observer and the Certification Board.  OJT may also be reduced (not eliminated) based on documented related experience, at the recommendation of the cognizant/ functional supervisor and at the discretion of the Certification Board.

3.
It is understood that on occasion, PWC personnel who have never worked in a specific A&E work task will need to be trained in that work task to facilitate future QC certification.  On these occasions, the individual, after successful completion of the necessary basic classroom A&E training, may be granted an Under-Instruction (UI) QC certification.  All previous and subsequent qualification certification requirements in this instruction will remain in full force but with the following added restrictions:


a.
The PWC, UI candidate must have received prior OJT and achieved a successful level of skill and proficiency in the 

performance of the specific work task for which certification is being considered, while operating or participating in that work task with inert, non-A&E materials.  This training aspect must be documented by the cognizant supervisor/board observer and included in the individual’s QC binder prior to assignment to the A&E work task.  Use of the Training Record (enclosure (7) is acceptable for the purposes of meeting this documentation requirement.

The UI candidate must be certified to the requirements of this instruction prior to assignment to any A&E function. The individual’s Certification Record will be annotated “UI” for each work task performed while in training.
